Conclusion
• Land values continue to soften

– Lower commodity prices

– Tough growing conditions 

– Potential Long term interest rates increasing

• Interest rates are still favorable

• Positives for Land Market
– Farmers still have some cash on hand

– Still limited amount of land for sale

• Farmers are primary buyers
– Investors are buying again

– Livestock farmers willing to compete for right farm

• Future is uncertain 
– Will follow commodity prices
